There is just such a man alive and well today, although most people in America have never heard of him. Here in America, where the church prefers to coddle seekers and converts at the expense of fulfilling her Great Commission to “make disciples,” his message is not so well received, but in the third world hell-holes Michael Wells travels 10 months of the year he is very well known. His books have been translated into at least 4 languages, and he gives them away freely to anyone who asks. Though Michael is a licensed Christian therapist, he shuns the American model that has made counseling junkies out of far too many, and reduced church leaders to preachers who remain aloof from the real struggles of their people. Though he could make a fortune on the Christian speaking circuit, Michael prefers to hang out with people who can’t pay a dime for his considerable wisdom. And though he could build ivory towers here in America, as so many ministries do, Michael operates a large worldwide ministry out of a small, 3 room unpretentious office in Littleton, CO.  


Michael’s consistent message is realizing “Christ in you, the hope of glory,” and his motto is “there is nothing the nearness of Christ will not cure.” He rejects the latest church fads and programs, and persists in “pointing people to Jesus, to see what it is He witnesses to.” Michael is my most revered mentor, and is the only man who completely captures my attention every time, and for as long as, he opens his mouth to speak. He is the John 15 model of a disciple, where anyone can witness the balance of “abiding in Christ and bearing fruit”—of good words and good deeds working together and yielding a wisdom those who teach without leading will never be able to faintly approach.


This modern-day Paul has written several books that can be found on his website [search Abiding Life Ministries for more], but the two works of his I most cherish are his Trip Reports and his Lifelines Newsletter sent out on a regular basis to all who support his ministry. It is critical for all of us living here in the land of Laodicea to stay connected to what God is doing in His church around the world, and I can think of no better way than walking with Michael to places where it truly costs something to be a Christian. Here you will read stories of a faith we rarely see in America—stories that will inspire you and make Jesus more real than he was before.
